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Fantastic Writing 


This week we have seen some unbelievable writing across the whole school, the outcomes for all the children have been superb. Here is a piece of writing from Samichha in Class 6.  They have been creating their own information texts about Vikings.  Here is the introduction to Samichha’s work.


Who were the Vikings?


The Vikings were a community of spine –tingling, farmer-warriors: known as the Norsemen (men of the North). They conquered many lands, hundreds of years ago, they were savage, determined people, who were victorious in many of their raids. The Viking era first started in 793 AD and ended in 1066 AD (in the time of the battle of Hastings). These Vikings were frequently fighting the Saxons, defeating them and claiming land they had a chieftain to protect their homes. 


When did the gruesome Vikings invade Britain


A spine-chilling invasion was first attempted by the brutal Viking, in the 8th century; the Anglo-Saxon, aimed to send the Vikings home again, as they had inhabited the land since the beginning of the 4th century. They left their homes in Scandinavia and sailed over to Britain on big boats: also known as long boats. The place they first arrived was called ‘Lindisfarne  Monastery’, (an island called ‘Holy’). They invaded towns and cities in: Scotland; Wales; Ireland; the Isle of Man and England. These strong – minded Vikings changed British history until 1066 – The Battle of Hastings – when they left Britain forever and a new age began (The Normans).
