Thank you to all parents and carers for hearing your child read daily.


 It really helps with their fluency of reading. It would take us over half the day to hear all children read every day and we have a lot of other subjects to cover as well so this daily support is invaluable. We do expect all children to read daily and are encouraging children to do this by rewarding them with our Pokemon reading stickers and also getting the children in yr 3-6  to keep up with this by reading at playtime for a couple of minutes to ensure they have read daily. This has had a dramatic effect with children increasing their home reading in KS2 during this week’s trail.
